Stewardship Association has been
awarded more than $80,000 from
Santa Fe Natural Tobacco Co. to fund
a project to create a North Carolina-
branded organic bread flour and pro-
mote further adoption of organic
farming practices. 

The “Organic Farming Transition
Project” will work with farmers and
local bakeries over the next two years. 

“We can create a strong and sus-
tained effort to help more farmers in
economically distressed communities
move into the growing organic mar-
ket,” said Roland McReynolds, CFSA
executive director. 

CFSA is a non-profit association of
farmers, gardeners and consumers.

and distribution operations in Oxford.
