And don’t be surprised if they also
perform “My Tears Spoiled My Aim,”
co-written by Edwards and Reed, the
UNC professor emeritus, included on
the disc that accompanied the inaugu-
ral southern music issue of the aca-
demic quarterly Southern Cultures. 

The Barbecue Joint will supply the
holy grub and trimmings as part of
the price of admission. 

The performance will include some
of the finest bluegrass musicians in the
area. Joining Bluegrass Experience lead
guitarist, vocalist and songwriter
Edwards and innovative acoustic
bassist Snuffy Smith, both from
Chatham County, will be: Fiddlin’ Al
McCanless from Moore County, man-
dolinist Mike Aldridge (formerly of
The Smokey Ridge Boys and the Bass
Mountain Boys), and Stan Brown on
banjo. Brown spent years in Nashville
where he performed at The Grand Ole
Opry with Bill Monroe’s Bluegrass
boys.
